For Libertine’s viston,
we created shovt, soft, whitewashed squares
electrified by crisp, hard lines and
high-energy color-blocks. This is a
versatile, very ehill natl that’s the
season’s most modern signature. The art
vandal ts a subtle rebellion, stnce one natl
doesnt match the next. And,these are Looks
wheve the skilled eyes and hands of the
Nail Pro shine, since these are not DUY effects.

Toes lookin’ sick in that summer sandal.
Now hear my scandal!

Libertine’s runway collections for hot
weather nails go off the grid, right down
to nitty-gritty city. This season, Libertine
designer Johnson Hartig sees no reason

for nails to obey your wardrobe. No
need for nails to copycat each other in
a repetitious suite, hands or feet.

Inspired by graffiti and spray painted
murals, these nails are mini-artworks
based on pure geometry, in stark shock-
blocks of fearless color and patterns bold
enough to flag down the space shuttle.




This amped-up nail vibrates with the endless recycling
of pop art and street-graphics, pasted-over, painted
over, then ripped down to the rebar and concrete core.
Ditch excessive baubles for flashing checkerboards,
hard lines and semaphore signals.




From the runway to the raceway, summer nails keep
it all in check with primary color glosses and double-
crosses. Libertine-inspired nails sharpen their hard

edge as the mercury climbs, making the new normal
splash and clash at every Spring and Summer bash.
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THE BLONDS' (OLIECYION

These nails fly with the Phoenix,
winging through the passage
through the underworld and the
afterlife. Ancient Egyptians
believed that you can take it with
you, so you should—they were
entombed with freshly done hair,
full makeup, and heaps of gold,
turquoise, deep blue lapis lazuli,
carnelian and every precious
gem on the then-known earth.
That’s what we call making an
exit, and an entrance.

Dig it. From the depths of the earth to the solar summit and back
again. Golden wings for sleek supernatural passage, and all-seeing
feline eyeliner that’s been there in at least nine lives before.
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In she slinks, like a Sphinx. Beguile like a reptile. Glitter in the
gloom of the tomb.

This season, CND welcomed the brilliantly talented
winner of Oxygen’s “Nail’'d It,” Ashley Craig, as a guest
Artist in Residence during New York Fashion Week. A
visual arts major versed in painting everything from wall
murals to tattoo designs and, of course, nails, Ashley

is known for pushing the envelope when it comes to
design. She proved instrumental in helping the CND
Design Lab team create unique, imaginative and inspiring
Egyptology-themed nail styles for The Blonds runway
show - including a set for designer Phillipe Blond
encompassing a sculpted golden sphinx and another
with scarabs embossed with floating crystals.

COPPER CAPER

One bad penny is all that it takes to
make this warm-metallic toned nail
heart-smeltingly hot for Summer 2016.
Inspired by the street-smart stylings
